CONTRACTORS BOARD TAKES ACTION ON SIX CASES DURING NOVEMBER 
2022 DISCIPLINARY HEARINGS 

LAS VEGAS and RENO, NEV. – The Nevada State Contractors Board took disciplinary action against six 

licensed contractors for violations of Nevada Revised Statutes Chapter 624 including revoking two licenses 

and suspending one other during its November hearings. All Board hearings were conducted in compliance 

with Nevada Open Meeting Law requirements.

The Respondent was assessed fines in the 

amount of $2,350.00 and ordered the Respondent to pay the 

Board’s investigative costs pursuant to NRS 624.341(2)(c), in 

addition to reasonable attorney fees and hearing officer fees.  

The Respondent was also ordered to reimburse the Recovery 

Fund for any monies paid out to the Complainant.

The Administrative Law Judge scheduled a status check for 

January 18, 2023 and ordered license number 79647 to be 

placed on probation. 
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The Nevada State Contractors Board is committed to protecting the public’s health, safety, and welfare 

through licensing and regulation of the construction industry. Under Nevada Revised Statutes, a licensee is 

subject to disciplinary action by the Board for failure to comply with the requirements of the laws or regulations 

governing contractors. Violations may result in Board action against the contractor’s license. The State 

Contractors Board has the power to regulate contractors and discipline licensees who violate NRS 624. 

Disciplinary action may consist of a fine, order corrective action, suspension, revocation or other action.
